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The diploma program in sculpture sees it-
self as a temporary space, offering students
practical and theoretical tools for becoming
artists.

The Sculpture program at the Berlin Weis-
sensee School of Art is a Fine Arts course.
The focus of the program is on independent
artistic practice; different activities specific
to various crafts, media, and materials are
integrated. In single and group tutorials, in
an intensive exchange with the faculty who
are themselves artists, and through various
practical and theoretical projects, students
are given the opportunity to develop their
own modus of working.

Regular exhibitions and competitions provi-
de an opportunity for students to show their
work outside of the school, which contribu-
tes to their development. Partnerships with
other schools, both in Germany and abroad,
offer a broad range of opportunities for ex-
change.

The department of sculpture is directed
by three professors, and there are also
numerous adjunct faculty and visiting lec-
turers. The central teaching methods are
individual instruction and project work,
which guarantees that each student recei-
ves intensive support. Sharing and compa-
ring ideas with other study courses at the
weillensee academy of art berlinand other
schools in Germany and abroad is encou-
raged. Students are acquainted with various
domains of knowledge and must complete
compulsory courses, as a way of increasing
their skills.

These courses cover areas such as arti-
stic techniques, the study of materials and
exercises in form and space. However, the
special focus of the course is placed on de-
veloping sculptural intelligence, without
which independent, artistic creative work is
impossible.

THE STUDY
Start of studies

Admission for first-year students only in the
winter semester, with the start of beginning
in October. For transfer students (from the
3rd semester onwards) are admitted for the
admission is possible for the summer and
winter semester.

Course structure

The entire program is modular in structure.
modules and their contents are described in
the Module Handbook (at www.kh-berlin.de
under >Study >Study Organization >Study
Regulations.

The first two semesters are dedicated to
fundamental artistic and scientific studies.
The one-year interdisciplinary foundation
course attended by students across all de-
partments.

Teaching in the shape of exercises, semi-
nars and lectures is largely done in com-
mon courses for all specialisms. Teaching
and working subjects of the main course
are: self-instruction, project work, material
properties, practical training. The teaching
staff appreciate that self-determined study
with formulation of individual tasks and al-
ternating with practical training, constitute
for the individual student valuable aids for
problem handling and self-assessment. The
accompanying teachers are visual artists of
diverse orientation. The resulting variety of
approaches and ways of solution enhance
artistic argumentation. The whole srtucture
of studies is modularized.



Duration and conclusion of study

The duration of the program is ten seme-
sters, including the period devoted to the
diploma project. After successful graduati-
on is awarded the academic title ,Diplom fur
Freie Kunst/“Diploma degree of Fine Arts”
and though being a first degree the diploma
is equivalent to a Master Degree.

After that, students may also do a two-se-
mester post-graduate Meisterschuler_in
program/ Master class..Graduates of the
weillensee academy of art berlin who achie-
ved very good or excellent Master results
may apply for a one-year honour-master-
student course.

Foundation Course (first year of studies)

Students in all departments take the foun-
dation courses in the foundation of art and
design. General aesthetic, visual and practi-
cal foundational knowledge and practice are
thought, including foundations in the fields
of digital media and anatomy/morphology.
Students are introduced to sensual-direct
as well as analytical-systematic ways of wor-
king. The broad curriculum enables them to
discover, develop, and deepen their indivi-
dual abilities and talents.

Teaching takes place in interdisciplinary
small working groups. Interdisciplinary in-
teractions, teamwork, and communicative
activity going beyond the limits of oné own
discipline and genre. With the special struc-
ture and its range of what is on offer, the
foundational program is a specialty of wei-
Bensee academy of art.

The program emphasizes in particular the
following: teaching the foundation art and
design, expanding individual creative abili-
ties, open up new work modes, acquisition
of expertise and skills in various crafts and
more.

Study abroad

The weiBensee kunsthochschule berlin has
an intensive student exchange program
with more than 120 partner universities,
academies and colleges in Europe, Asia,
USA and Canada. At the International Office
of the weillensee kunsthochschule berlin,
students in the second stage of their stu-
dies can obtain information about exchange
places in the ERASMUS program or other
opportunities for a stay abroad and submit
their submit their applications

Studio Workshops

The instructional program of weillensee
academy of art berlin is outstanding sup-
ported by its studios workshops. The 19
superbly equipped workshops and studios
provide practical, technical training in prin-
ting, casting, weaving and knitting skills as
well as in solid digital technologies.

The artisans convey skills and basic know-
ledge about the most disparate materials.
All students can use the workshops, whate-
ver course they are enrolled. Besides acqui-
ring traditional manual skills, they can learn
the newest computer-aided techniques.

For example weil3ensee has a Ceramic- and
Model Making Workshop, also a Wood-Wel-
ding- and Bookbinding Workshop, a Printing
Studio, a Silkscreen- and Gravure Workshop,
Weaving/Dying/ Knitting rooms, Photogra-
phy- and a Computer Studio, an Interactive
Technology Lab and more.

The research laboratories at the school fo-
cus on experimental research and networks
for sustainable design strategies as well as
media and information technologies.



APPLICATION PROCESS

Application Periods
Step 1: Online Registration

The artistic aptitude is determined in an
artistic examination procedure. Registration
for the aptitude test done exclusively online
via our application application portal Cam-
puscore. The link to the Campuscore portal
can be found on our on our website: www.
kh-berlin.de under >studies >application for
studies >bachelor-design-and-fine-art

The application period for undergrade pro-
gramsis always from 01 Nov to 10 Dec, all
undergrade study programs commence
winter semester only, start in October.

The application periods for University Trans-
fer (from the 3rd semester). Admission are
from 01 Dec to 02 Jan 02 for the summer
term and May 01-31 for winter term.

Step 2: portfolio submission

The format of the portfolio submission (di-
gital or analog), is always decided at the
beginning of the application phase.You will
receive organizational information on the
submission of the portfolio, the place and
date of the exam will be sent to you at the
latest at the beginning of January via the ap-
plication portal and by mail.

The entrance examination usually starts
with the submission of the portfolio with
about 20 own creative works, which allow to
assess the individual artistic expression of
the applicants. Drawings, paintings,

photographs, collages, sketchbooks, drafts
and samples of work are desired (originals if
possible, three-dimensional works as well as
canvases should be photographed. All me-
dia are allowed, digital work should be sub-

mitted on a flash drive. The analog portfolio
should be easily manageable, no larger than
DIN AO. The current guidelines for the
analog as well as digital portfolio can be
found oon our website,

Step 3: Admission exam

ONLY if you pass the portfolio exam will you
receive an invitation to the artistic entrance
exam. Here you will be given artistic tasks.
The 2-3 day examination to determine the
aptitude to be proven consists of artistic-
practical tasks as well as an interview bet-
ween the applicant and the admission com-
mittee, which usually refers to the artistic
results shown and the professional deve-
lopment as well as motivation of the parti-
cipants.

Applicants with physical or mental disabili-
ties or chronic illness can apply for compen-
sation for disadvantages before the exami-
nation.

The proof of artistic aptitude acquired
through the examination of artistic aptitude
remains valid for 3 years.

Genaral notes on portfolio creation

The format of the portfolio submission (di-
gital or analogue) will always be decided at
the beginning of the application phase and
published on our website.

The admission test usually begins with the
with the submission of the portfolio with ap-
prox. 20 own creative works, which enable
the individual artistic expression of the
applicants to be assessed. The concept of
the portfolio is entirely up to the applicant
and should be demonstrate not only basic
artistic skills and creativity but also works
that are relevant to the desired program.

Drawings are desired, sculptures, photos,
collages, sketchbooks, sketches and samp-
les of work (if possible originals, three-di-



mensional works and Canvases should be
photographed. All media are allowed, digital
works should be submitted on a flash dri-
ve. The analogue portfolio should be easy to
handle not larger than DIN AQO. The current
guidelines for the analog and digital portfo-
lio can be found on our website.

Step 4: Admission

An application can be filed only after having
passed the artistic admission test, whereu-
pon the suitable applicants will receive the
corresponding application form from the
weillensee academy of art berlin. This form
has to be sent within the established period
(March 31), together with the appertaining
documents, to the matriculation office. Al-
lotment of the study places by central as-
signment (ZVS), numerus clausus, waiting
semesters or drawing of lots is not done.
After conclusion of the admission procedu-
re in Mai of the same year, the applicants
receive a written admission award and the
registration forms.

Place / date of the admission test

You will receive the organizational instruc-
tions for portfolio submission, place and
date of the examination at the beginning
of January at the latest. TThe format of the
portfolio submission (digital or analogue)
will always be decided at the beginning of
the application phase and published on our
website. website. The admission test always
takes place at the end of the winter seme-
ster, in early or mid-February of the year.

International applicants who require a visa
are kindly requested to request a pre-confir-
mation of their application for the examina-
tion in due time.

Admission requirements

If you pass the admission test successfully
you are allowed to apply for admission, if
you comply with all formalities in March:

1. artistic talent/ability (exam in weissensee)

2. qualification for entrance to German
University that means a Higher Secondary
(School) certificate or alternatively special
artistic aptitude, applicants without Abitur
can also be admitted to study if they prove
a special artistic aptitude in the admission
test. The secondary school certificate is suf-
ficient for the Fine Arts Programs!

3. Proof of the pre-study internship

in the study-relevant area (6-8 weeks), only
for the design study programs, at the latest
at the beginning of the study.

4. Proof of sufficient German language skills
for international applicants

All applicants regardless the nationality are
equate with in the application process, pro-
vided international applicants can submit a
proof of German language proficiency with
the online application in December: mini-
mum of the qualification level A2 all pro-
grams. Please upload the recent proof you
have.The language of instruction is German
in all our courses.

Please note: The relevant language certifica-
te must be submitted before your studies
begin. If you think you can’t prove the re-
quired certificate, you may apply for delay.

For the fine arts of painting and sculpture
for example telc B2, Testdaf 3, DSH 1, the
B2 examination certificate of the Goethe-In-
stitut. At the latest at the beginning of your
studies, in October.

Recognition of certificates

First if applicants pass the exam successful-
ly, they have to apply for admission with the
necessary certificates and documents. Inter-
national certificates are to be submitted in
German or English and as officially certified
copies. The university entrance qualification
as well as international certificates must be
recognized in Germany. The examination
can be viewed at www.anabin.de.

For Chinese and Vietnamese applicants, we



also require proof of APS. Under certain
circumstances, applicants who are unable
to provide proof of the university entrance
qualification they acquired in their home
country due to their flight may be granted
an exemption from the requirement to pro-
vide proof. The examination is carried out
by the Department of Student Affairs.

University Transfer

Transfer to the weillensee academy of art
berlin is possible only after completion of
the fundamental study or of the 2nd seme-
ster in the same course of study. It is recom-
mendable first to get into touch with the
professors of the desired specialism and to
arrange a personal interview. Acceptance
and acknowledgement of accomplished stu-
dies are assessed and approved by the ex-
amination and admission committees.

Applying/studying with a disability or
chronic illness

Applicants and students with disabilities or
chronic illnesses who are unable to com-
plete the application process, examinations
or courses in the planned form due to their
illness/disability can request individual com-
pensation for disadvantages compensation
in consultation with the department concer-
ned. Information is offered by the general
student advisory service.

Enrollment/Fees

For the enrollment the proofs of the health
insurance and the payment of the semester
fee of about 320€ are necessary (registrati-
on or administration fee, social contributi-
on, AStA and semester ticket).

Info and Open Days/ Portfolio Consultions

A wonderful opportunity to inform yourself
about studying at weissensee and to get an
ideal insight into studies is offered by the

annual RUNDGANG/ open days in July
as well as the public final and annu-
al exhibition of the fine arts programs.

For the start of the application process in
November we offer a digital information
evening. Teachers as well as students will
give short presentations on the bachelor’s
degree programs as well as on the study
programs of fine arts. Afterwards, there will
be the opportunity to talk to students and
professors from the departments. In additi-
on, digital as well as analog portfolio consul-
tations will be offered during the application
period. Registration is required.
